QUESTION 11

In The Art Paper No 3 of 1998 p.7, the following extract from an article on art therapy by Ruth Russel Pein was published.

“A safe, confidential and non-judgemental ‘space’ is pivotal to the process of art therapy.  In this, the therapist will encourage the client to experience the healing power of creativity through the use of mark and image-making with a variety of materials.
