	“By the late 1930s many Soviet workers had improved their conditions by acquiring well-paid skilled jobs and earning bonuses for meeting targets.  Unemployment was almost non-existent.  In 1940 the USSR had more doctors per head of populations than Britain.  Education became free and compulsory for all and Stalin invested huge sums in training schemes based in colleges and in the workplace.

But on the other hand life was very harsh under Stalin.  Factory discipline was strict and punishments were hard.  Lateness or absences were punished by sacking, and that often meant losing your flat or house as well.  To escape the hard work and hard discipline workers tried to move to other jobs, so the secret police introduced internal passports, which prevented free movement of workers inside the USSR.

On the great engineering projects such as dams and canals, many of the workers were prisoners who had been sentenced to hard labour for being political opponents, or suspected opponents of Stalin, for being kulaks or Jews.

	Nikita Krushchev, 1955:

“We must produce more grain.  The more grain there is, the more meat, lard and fruit there will be.  Marxist theory helped us win power and consolidate it.  Having done this we must help the people eat well, dress well and live well.  If after forty years of Communism, a person cannot have a glass of milk or a pair of shoes, he will not believe Communism is a good thing, whatever you tell him.”

Khrushchev, 1956:

“Stalin used extreme methods and mass repressions at a time when the revolution was already victorious … Stalin showed in a whole series of cases his intolerance, his brutality and his abuse of power … He often chose the path of repression and physical annihilation, not only against actual enemies, but also against individuals who had not committed any crimes against the Party and the Soviet government.”

Làszlò Beke, a Hungarian student, 1956:

“Wearing western clothes, interest in jazz, was considered dangerous.  To cite a small example: my colleague John showed up at lectures one day in a new suit, a striped shirt and necktie from the United States.  His shoes were smooth suede and would have cost one month’s wages in Hungary.  After classes John was summoned by the party officer.  He received a tongue-lashing and was expelled.”

An Hungarian student describes the mood in 1953:

“Living standards were declining and yet the papers and radio kept saying that we had never had it so good.  Why?  Why these lies?  Everybody knew the state was spending the money on armaments.  Why could they not admit that we were worse off because of the war effort and the need to build new factories … I finally arrived at the realisation that the system was wrong and stupid.”

David Irving in “Uprising”:

“If a farmer in the collective farm cannot fulfil his quota each Wednesday he knows that the Communists will give him three days, then send round a ten-man ‘transfer brigade’ of gypsies as bailiffs.  They are paid a hundred florins a day to break into the peasants’ homes and strip them of whatever they can find of value.  Communism has brought these earthy country folk none of the rewards promised by Marx and Lenin.”


	


	A telex message sent by the Hungarian rebels fighting the Communists, 1957:

“We have almost no weapons, no heavy guns of any kind.  People are running up to the tanks, throwing in hand grenades and closing the drivers’ windows.  The Hungarian people are not afraid of death. It is only a pity that we cannot last longer.  Now the firing is starting again.  The tanks are coming nearer and nearer.  You can’t let people attack tanks with their bare hands.  What is the United Nations doing?”

Lubos Dubrovsky, a Czech writer, May 1968:

“All the different kinds of state in which the Communist Party has taken power have gone through rigged trials… There must be a fault other that just the wrong people were chosen.  There must be a fault in the theory itself.”

A Prague radio report, 21 August 1968:

“Yesterday troops from Russia, Poland, East Germany, Hungary and Bulgaria crossed the frontier of Czechoslovakia…  The Czechoslovak Communist Party Central Committee regard this act as contrary to the basic principles of good relations between socialist states.”

The Brezhnev Doctrine:

“When internal and external forces hostile to socialism attempt to turn the development of any socialist country in the direction of the capitalist system, when a threat arises to the causes of socialism in that country, a threat to the socialist commonwealth as a whole – it becomes not only a problem of the people of that country but also a general problem, the concern of all socialist countries.”

A Soviet news agency report, 21 August 1968:

“The party and government leaders of the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic have asked the Soviet Union and other allies to give the Czechoslovak people urgent assistance, including assistance with armed forces.  This request was brought about … by the threat from counter revolutionary forces … working with foreign forces hostile to socialism.”

	DOCUMENT 1:
Hitler’s broadcast to the German People, 1 February 1933
	


	1. More than fourteen years have passed since the unhappy day when dazzled by promises from home and abroad, the German people forgot its most precious possessions, our past, the Empire, its honour and freedom and thus lost everything.  Since those days of betrayal the Almighty has withdrawn His blessing from our people.  Discord and hatred came among us.  With the deepest sorrow millions of the best German men and women from all walks of life saw the unity of the nation flounder and disappear in a confusion of politically egotistical opinions, economic interests and opposing attitudes.

2.
So the national government will regard it as its highest and first task to restore the united spirit and will of our people … It will take under its firm protection Christianity, as the basis of our collective morality, and the family as the nurturer of our people and state.  It will transcend position and class to bring our people again to an awareness of its national and political unity and the duties arising from this.

3.
In fourteen years the November parties have ruined German farming.  In fourteen years they have created an army of millions of unemployed.  The national government will carry out the following plan with iron resolution and the toughest persistence.  Within four years the German farmer must be free from impoverishment.  Within four years unemployment must be overcome permanently.

4.
In foreign policy the national government will see its highest mission in the preservation of natural rights and thus in regaining the freedom of our people … By its resolution to end the chaotic conditions in Germany, it will help to introduce into the community of nations a state of equal worth and thus of course with equal rights.  In doing this it is inspired by the greatness of the duty to support this free nation in maintaining and strengthening, as an equal, that peace which the world needs as never before.  Now, German people, give us those four years and then judge us and give your verdict!

5. Following the order of the General Marshal (Hindenburg) let us make a start.  May Almighty God look graciously on our work, direct our purpose, bless our understanding and enrich us with the trust of our People.  For we do not intend to fight for ourselves, but for Germany!

	DOCUMENT 2:
	


	Dr. Schuschnigg was invited to Berchtesgaden to discuss with Hitler Austrian-German relations, but on his arrival, an ultimatum is delivered to him, all anti-Nazi activities in Austria had to be stopped and that one of Hitler’s supporters, Dr Seyss-Inquart, be appointed to the post of Interior Minister.  In this way Hitler could through one of his sidekicks control public safety in Austria.  On his arrival back in Austria Dr. Schuschnigg tried one more time to ensure his country’s independence: he had to decide if his country should join Germany or not.  This referendum was never held.


	


	DOCUMENT 3:
‘Crystal Night’
	


	Document 3 is an account by a Jewish man who was arrested and sent to a concentration camp on Crystal Night.
	


	The tenth of November, 1938, was Crystal Night, the occasion on which the Nazi’s orchestrated an attack on Jews throughout Germany, arresting 20 000 and burning and looting Jewish property and synagogues.
	

	On November 10, 1938 a man from the Gestapo … who, incidentally, was very courteous, told me that he had orders to arrest me …. He could give me no reason, but thought I would be back home late in the evening ….  In the courtyard of the police headquarters stood hundreds of people, all Jews.  Soon we were put in lorries and driven away.  No one knew where to.  After a lengthy journey through the northern suburbs of Berlin we arrived at the Sachsenhausen concentration camp.  As we were made to jump from the trucks in the dark, we were met by S.S. men with blows to the head, kicks, and jabs with their rifle-butts.  We stood the whole night on the huge parade ground.  No one was allowed to break rank.  More truck loads arrived every few minutes.  In the early hours of the morning we were led into a barrack block and ordered to strip.  Money and valuables were taken away though we got receipts for them.  Stripped bare, we went into the next room, where our heads were shorn.  In a third room we were issued with light underwear as well as with a blue and white striped canvas uniform….

While we were standing there the S.S. men amused themselves by punching or kicking us at will….


	


	DOCUMENT 4:
The end of Czechoslovakia
	


	In March 1939 he rejected the Munich agreement as “a worthless piece of paper”.  German troops were gathered at the border and on 14 March the president of Czechoslovakia, Dr. Emil Hacha was ordered to Berlin where he handed his country over to Germany.  The next day German troops crossed the border and that was the end of Czechoslovakia’s independence.  “It was the end of the twenty year old republic, which was destroyed, like Austria, through internal struggles incited by a powerful and a conscienceless neighbour.
