Development and Review
Investigate different ways of working through the creative process. You should:
* create and develop your own ideas and use suitable materials and techniques
*  explore the qualities of materials and techniques you intend to use
* develop and make changes to your work as it progresses
e acknowledge connections with other artists, craftspeople or designers in your own work
* make judgements and give opinions about your own work and the work of others.
Analysis and Evaluation
Throughout all of the stages of your work:
e analyse your sources, the requirements of the brief and your responses
e consider and evaluate the quality and ‘fitness for purpose’ you have demonstrated, including
the strengths and weaknesses.
