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The first Bengali woman to have written an autobiography was Rassundari Debi.  She was born
in 1810.  In those days women were not supposed to have any literacy.  Popular belief was that
literacy would make women disobedient to their husbands and in-laws; and even cause
widowhood.  Rassundari, therefore, received no formal education.  However, she saw boys
learning how to read and write.  Talented as she was, she soon learnt how to read.  She never
disclosed this secret to anybody.  When she was about fifty-five, one of her sons was being
educated in Calcutta.  He insisted that she write letters to him.  It compelled Rassundari to learn
how to write.  A few years later, she lost her husband and became lonely.  It was at this stage of
her life that she decided to write her autobiography.  It was an extraordinary decision, because no
Bengali � man or woman � had written any autobiography till then.
