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Brick Lane in East London has the highest concentration of Bangladeshis living in Britain.
During the last four centuries Brick Lane has seen many different communities come and
go. The oldest known community was called the Huguenots. Then came a community
from Ireland who were mostly ship builders. As ship building methods changed later, the
Irish left. Brick Lane, however, did not remain unpopulated. Many of the Jews who came
to Britain in the nineteenth century from different countries of Europe settled in this area.
Most of them chose the clothing industry as their profession. During and immediately
after the Second World War, Brick Lane witnessed the Jews deserting it as it was widely
destroyed by heavy German bombing. After the War, Brick Lane welcomed another
community coming from the distant land of Bengal. It is now so well known as a centre of
the Bangladeshis that it is also called Bangla Town.
