Quality of Written Communication (QWC): The QCA Guidance for Awarding Bodies stipulates
that QWC should be assessed when answers require paragraphs or essays, not single
sentences.

The QCA Guidance stipulates that all three strands of QWC must be explicitly addressed —
hence in the AO2 Marking Grid the presence of bullet points 3-5.

There are no separate weightings for AOs 2a and 2b but, in assigning a mark for AO2,
examiners should focus first on AO2(a) — ie bullet points 1 and 2 — to decide the appropriate
Level. They should then consider the evidence of QWC to help them decide where within the
Level it is best to locate the candidate’s mark. Other evidence, for example a stronger showing
on the analysis than on the evaluation strand of AO2a, will also inform an examiner’'s decision
about where to locate the mark within the Level.
