2 Outline the use of period styling, colour, condition and accessories within the
costume design of one live production that you have seen and assess its success
in communicating character to the audience. You should consider the costumes
worn by at least two characters at particular moments in the play.

3 Explain how one or more performers used vocal, physical and facial expression
to engage the audience at particular moments within one live production that
you have seen, and assess the effectiveness of their performances.

4 Explain how the performers used both their props and the setting within one live
production that you have seen and assess their contribution to the creation of a
sense of realism at particular moments within the production.
