the use of question and answers to establish views and feelings

the use of value laden adjectives e.g. fantastic and crap

the use of shortened forms to enable speakers to get their point across

the way points are argued and developed e.g. use of alternatives, use of evidence and
personal experience

fillers used as very evident thinking time to reflect upon topicality
