	Introduction to Unit 2 c/wk and theme of entrapment
	Students will:

· Be introduced to the creative writing coursework unit

· Tutor-led explanation of the use of core texts and wide reading as a stimulus for creative writing

· Participate in discussion of topic area – entrapment

· Be introduced to background/context of play (focus on attitudes to marriage, single parents, race, sexuality in 1950s Britain)

· Start group reading of Act 1 Sc1 of “A Taste of Honey”

· H/wk: read “A Taste of Honey”

	Act 1 of “A Taste of Honey”
	Students will:

· Continue with group reading of Act 1 scenes 1 & 2 (combination of video, radio extracts and student reading)

· Participate in group discussion of initial presentation of characters and themes (strong focus on entrapment e.g. Jo is trapped by insecurity and self-reliance)

· Identify sections of Act 1 that illustrate Jo’s insecurity and her self-reliance. Analyse relevant quotations 

· H/wk: re-read Act 2 in preparation for next lesson

	Act 2 of “A Taste of Honey”
	Students will:

· Participate in group reading of Act 2 scenes 1 & 2 (combination of video, radio extracts and student reading)

· Focus on presentation of Helen and Jo. Ideas for discussion - Helen trapped in an unhappy relationship, Jo’s fears that she will be trapped by motherhood)

· Participate in hot-seating activity (Helen, Jo, Sailor and Geoff in hot-seat while the other students ask questions)

· H/wk: write short extracts (approx 150 words) ‘in role’ as one of characters from hot-seating activity (e.g. diary entry, weblog, monologue) Students will express their chosen character’s feelings towards entrapment (e.g. Geoff’s feelings towards typical 1950s view of homosexuality)

	Reflection on drama text as a whole, making links to relevant wide reading
	Students will:

· Continue to focus on different forms on entrapment in “A Taste of Honey”  (e.g. characters trapped by social role, motherhood, race, sexuality…)

· Read aloud ‘in role’ extracts completed for h/wk. Discussion of attitudes expressed in these extracts

· Read/view/listen to various extracts from different genres that focus on different forms of entrapment

· Focus on the features of the different wide reading genres and consider how the speakers/writers craft their text to make appropriate for audience, purpose and context. Link ideas expressed in wide reading texts to forms of entrapment in “A Taste of Honey” (e.g. link Maya Angelou extract to race in “A Taste of Honey” or link attitudes expressed in “Single Mother on the Verge” to Jo’s attitudes towards motherhood)

	The creative process – writing for different audiences and purposes
	Students will:

· Complete activities that involve reading texts and identifying genre, audience and purpose (pair work activities in Edexcel textbook)

· Explore the differences between texts that are aimed at reading and listening audiences

· Be introduced to key terms (audience, context, cohesion) through the different pair work activities

	Dramatic monologue
	Students will:

· Be introduced to dramatic monologue form (may be some cross-over with “Spoken voice in unseen texts”)

· Read “Bed Among the Lentils” (focus on extracts and DVD)

· Pair work: identify key sections of the monologue that feature different forms of entrapment (e.g. Susan being trapped by expectations, loneliness, alcohol…)

· Contribute ideas/findings to whole group feedback discussion

· Focus on the key features of the monologue form (stage directions, dramatic irony, foreshadowing…) and look at extracts and activities from Edexcel textbook
