1 The following letter from a former Conservative Cabinet Minister appeared in The Times on
23 October 2002. Study the extract and answer parts (a), (b) and (c) which follow.

The case for an English Parliament?

Politics in Scotland has already diverged from the rest of the UK in a number of policy
fields — including higher education funding, social welfare and hunting — and will continue to
diverge. Scotland is undoubtedly doing its own thing backed by an over-generous financial
settlement from England.

But what of England? The Government has proposed setting up an expensive, misguided and
largely unwanted form of regional government in England. It seems that the only certain taker
is the North East. When I was Secretary of State for the Environment in Mrs Thatcher’s
government it became my job to abolish the large English metropolitan county councils in
1986. 1 found they had no friends. If regional assemblies are introduced in England the
elections to them will be lucky to attract even the 25 per cent turnout now being achieved for
elected mayors.

The constitutional treatment of England is shameful. Scottish MPs, still massively over-
represented, can vote on matters that affect only English people in education, transport, health,
planning and industrial development. The case for an English Parliament at Westminster
grows stronger all the time. The voters of England need a Parliament at least equal to that of
Scotland. It is a political need that cries out for a voice.

I believe that this is the only way we will in the years ahead hold together the United Kingdom.
