If there is a certain atmosphere in the short stories of loannou,
could we argue that this is a pessimistic one?

Candidates ought to address the question by focusing on the
distinguishing characteristics of the society and individuals at
the time during which the stories unfold. A good answer should
also make appropriate reference to the lives and actions of the
main characters in the stories, their hopes and desires, their
relationships and experiences. Do the characters in loannou’s
stories achieve what they set out to achieve?
