પૈસાની થોડી સગવડ હતી તે લોકો નાની નાની દુકાનો ખરીદીને કમાવા લાગ્યા. તેમણે રાતિદવસ મહનેત કરી અને આવકમાથંી બચત કરીને પોતાનુ ંજીવન સધુાયુર્ં. 
ભાડૂતી મકાન છોડીને તેઓએ પોતાની માિલકીના મકાનો ખરીČા ંઅને ઘરની જĮરી વƨતઓુ વસાવીને જીવનને આરામદાયક બનાƥયુ.ં

દેતા. જાહરે જગ્યાઓમા ંઅને વાહનોમા ંતેમની સાથે િતરƨકારભયુર્ં વતર્ન કરવામા ંઆવતુ.ં તેમ છતા ંગજુરાતીઓ ખતંથી તેમની ફરજ બજાવતા રĜા અને થોડા સમયમા ં
તેમણે પરુવાર કરી બતાƥયુ ંકે તેઓ ખરેખર શાિંતિપર્ય, કુશળ કાયર્કરો હતા. ધીરે ધીરે તેઓએ ƨથાિનક લોકોની ચાહના મેળવી.
