The Jewish quarter in Budapest is a very interesting place. In the centre of
the quarter stands the Great Synagogue, which was built in the 19th century.
This is the largest synagogue in Europe and the second largest in the world.
Next to the Synagogue is the Jewish museum. In its courtyard there is a
memorial garden with a huge metal tree. On each leaf there is written the
name of one of the Budapest families who perished in the Holocaust.

The founder of Modern Zionism, Theodore Herzl, was born in a house
which stood where the museum stands now.

Today there are about 80,000 Jewish residents in Budapest, many of them live
in the Jewish quarter. The children attend Jewish schools, and Yiddish is
studied at the University of Budapest. There are still some kosher cafes and

restaurants in the quarter.
