(b) (i) Outline the ideas about the nature of God which can be seen in the story of the
giving of the Law on Mount Sinai.

(ii) Assess the claim that the ideas about the nature of God which are shown in the
story of the giving of the Law on Mount Sinai have little relevance in the 
21st century. (25 marks)

3 (a) Outline the types of prophecy found in the 10th to 8th centuries BCE. (15 marks)

(b) �Elijah raised religious and moral issues for King Ahab in the events of Mount Carmel
and Naboth�s vineyard.�

Outline the challenges which Elijah presented to King Ahab, and assess how far these
challenges were effective. (25 marks)
