You must show knowledge and understanding of specific religious teachings about the nature
of life after death and be able to evaluate whether there is compelling evidence for believing in
life after death.

(a) Examine specific religious teachings about the nature of life after death. [45]

(b)  ‘There is no convincing evidence for believing in life after death.’
