		  Assess this statement.	 [15]

3.	 (a)	 Explain the different meanings of the eucharist in the Catholic and Protestant 
traditions.	 [30]

	 (b)	 ‘Protestant views of the eucharist are more reasonable than Catholic views.’
		  Assess this statement.	 [15]

4.	 (a)	 Explain how Christian celebrations of Christmas reflect belief in the Incarnation.	 [30]

	 (b)	 ‘Christmas has meaning only for those who believe in the Incarnation.’
		  Assess this view.	 [15]
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
