Explain how Islam may be misunderstood in the 21st Century. [30]

‘The traditions of Muslim family life in modern Britain must change.’

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Section B: Introduction to Judaism

Answer two questions.

Examine the role of Abraham as ‘Father of the nation’. [30]

‘Moses is far more important than Abraham for Jews today.’
Assess this view. [15]

Examine the diversity of practice in the observance of mitzvot within Judaism. [30]

‘Focus on rules is the strength of Judaism.’
Assess this view. [15]

Examine the nature and the role of Yom Kippur in Judaism. [30]

“Yom Kippur is the most relevant festival for Jews today.’
Assess this view. [15]

Explain how life cycle rituals may be seen as showing that men have higher status than
women in Judaism. [30]

Judaism is a religion that changes with the times.’
Assess this view. [15]
