Sketchbooks, workbooks and/or
journals may be included.

e Practical responses to the work of other artists, designers, craftspeople and photographers must
show development in a personal way.

e The work submitted for this unit must be produced unaided.

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This paper will test your ability to:
e develop ideas through sustained and focused investigations informed by contextual and other
sources, demonstrating analytical and critical understanding

e experiment with and select appropriate resources, media, materials, techniques and processes,
reviewing and refining ideas as your work develops

e record in visual and/or other forms, ideas, observations and insights relevant to intentions,
demonstrating an ability to reflect on your work and progress

e present a personal, informed and meaningful response demonstrating critical understanding,
realising intentions and, where appropriate, making connections between visual, written, oral or
other elements.

The questions below should be seen as starting points for personal investigations in which you make
reference to critical and contextual material with which you are familiar.

Choose one of the following questions.

1  Facial Expression and Body Language

Facial expression and body language, observed in people and animals, have been recorded
by photographers and film makers using a variety of techniques and approaches. Look at
appropriate examples and make a personal response based on your own observations.

2 Food

Some photographers have been inspired by the topic of food. The food itself, dining and
the associated culture have been recorded using a range of approaches. Make your
own investigation into this subject, referring to the work of others, and develop a personal
response.

3 Moving Objects

Many photographers have recorded moving objects using a variety of photographic
techniques. Sometimes they have created dynamic, analytical or unusual images. Look at
appropriate examples and produce your own work.

4  Evidence of Human Presence

People often, intentionally or unintentionally, leave behind evidence of their presence.
Photographers have observed and recorded graffiti, discarded items or marks and impressions
on furniture and other surfaces. Research this approach and make your own images which
document evidence of human presence.

5  Studio Photography

Working in a studio enables the photographer to control lighting and to carefully plan image
content and quality. Commercial and experimental photographers make extensive use of the
studio. Investigate appropriate examples and techniques, and produce your own work on a
theme of your choice.
