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The earliest Bengalis to migrate to England were Bengali servants of English families.  They were
mostly ayahs or nannies.  The first educated man from Bengal to visit this country was Mirza Abu
Talib.  He was an official of the Nawab of Murshidabad.  On his return to Bengal from England,
he published a book in 1799 on his experiences in England as well as in some other European
countries.  He was, however, not strictly a Bengali speaking person.  The first true Bengali to visit
England was Raja Rammohan Ray, who is now known as the father of modern India.  He came to
England in 1830 and died three years later in Bristol.  It was forbidden at that time to cross the sea.
Once Rammohan broke that tradition, an increasing number of Bengalis started to come over to
England, particularly for higher education.  Prominent among these Bengalis were Dwarkanath
Tagore, Rabindranath�s grandfather, Satyendranath Tagore, Rabindranath�s elder brother, Michael
Madhusudan Datta and Rabindranath himself.
