The first newspaper in India was published from Calcutta in 1780. It was a weekly
paper, called the Bengal Gazette. The man who deserved the credit for publishing
it was James Hicky. At that time, the news gathering system was extremely poor.
There was no telegraph, telephone, radio or TV. There were also no aeroplanes
or motor vehicles. The idea of employing people at different places to gather news
did not occur to newspaper publishers. Therefore, Hicky’'s paper had hardly any
news. What the paper had was advertisements. However, as the proprietor of
the only newspaper in India, Hicky did not make a lot of money. He picked a fight
with Warren Hastings, the Governor General, and soon found himself in prison.
He continued his fight from inside the prison and the Bengal Gazette continued

to be published. However, when the Governor General confiscated the printing

equipment that Hicky had, the first Indian newspaper was forced to close.
