During the first half of the 19t century, only a few women were educated in the
Indian subcontinent. The then male-dominated society did not appreciate the need
to educate women, as this would lead, they believed, to women disobeying their
husbands and in-laws. Some even went as far as to say that the education of
women would make them widows and bring misfortune to the family.
The restriction on women’s education was not limited just to India during that era.
Even in Britain, only a small number of women could study in schools, and were not
allowed to take part in examinations until the 1920s.
It may be surprising to know that Kolkata University did, in fact, permit women’s
participation in examinations from as early as 1877. Unfortunately, the women,
particularly those from Bengal, could not take advantage of this opportunity owing

to a shortage of schools for their initial education in those days and to the prevailing

prejudiced beliefs of the time.
