I’m also tempted to agree with you.
Political correctness is such a bore. Is there
truly anything contemptible about 80 finely
honed vital statistics wending their bikini-
clad path up the catwalk and gurgling about
animal welfare and world peace?

I’m tempted to say what the heck! Let
cleavage commence. I’m tempted to trot
out the old canard about these being adult
women and it being their God-given right 
to wiggle and giggle for personal and
financial advancement if they so choose.
I’m tempted but, as the mother of two
daughters aged 13 and 16, I can’t quite
manage to laugh off this flesh-based cattle
market as innocuous.
