Introduction

How should I use this outline Scheme of Work?

· Edexcel has developed this outline Scheme of Work based on feedback from teachers who told us they would like a ‘starting point’ to develop their personal and departmental Schemes of Work. 

· The outline Scheme of Work is in Word format, and is easy to adapt to your own specific needs.

· In the column headed ‘Spec’ the numbers refer to the sections of the Specification Learning outcomes identify what students might be expected to be able to do. Teaching and Learning Activities suggest some possible approaches to achieving the learning outcomes. It must be stressed that this is designed to be a student centred RESEARCH module not a purely teacher led one. Students should be encouraged to learn independently, but monitored, either individually and through group work

· The Websites column identifies some key websites which will allow teachers to identify useful resources quickly. These are not meant to be comprehensive, and teachers should be aware of website bias and longevity issues .You and most importantly YOUR STUDENTS may need to search within the website and elsewhere for the precise topic in hand. 

· This general outline for teaching is based on 1 teacher with 4-5 hours contact time with students per week.  The work assumes time for homework and individual research of approximately 2-4 hrs a week.  It assumes the equivalent of approximately 10 weeks for Unit 4. You may have an extra week or two if fieldwork is designed to support the option chosen, or this module is used as a bridge between AS-A2.

· As teachers, schools and colleges have very different policies on the format and production of Schemes of Work, you may wish to change the format of the table. This can be done by inserting columns, changing column headings, and cutting and pasting. 

· Common alternative / additional column headings are: Assessment   Assignments  Differentiation

The outline Scheme of Work has been specifically designed to provide teachers with a starting point, from which to build their own Scheme of Work. Teachers should add in their own existing resources, and new resources developed for this specification. Some suggested sources are:

· Geography Review and other periodical articles such as Geofactsheet and Geofile.

· Powerpoint presentations from training 

· A range of textbooks, both existing ones and those written for the New Specification.

· Outcomes: Groups to present a 5-10 min resume to rest of class to aid understanding & choice of option/or content of one particular option.  If a power point produced then should have supporting fact file, including sources /references, to be accessible by all students. If intranet available can be stored electronically. If fieldwork has been carried out, use as a focus. Refer back to relevant AS topics

The headings of Places/People/Power can be used to focus work by a synoptic approach:

Eg: for Option 1 Tectonic Activity & Hazards: For ONE hazard: Where….What …Who is affected….Who is responsible……? 

Eg for Option 3 Life on the Margins: the Food Supply Problem: For ONE case study: Where are the margins…Who suffers from food insecurity and over nutrition…Which organizations /groups are involved….

A map showing distributions may help. Profile via mini factfile approach. Could develop a mindmap of organisations  and  players  involved (this may vary according to options chosen, see syllabus) Start sourcing/referencing  right from the start.

Fieldwork Ideas

	Local – UK – Abroad

 Even one day out might generate some useful research material for  the Places, People and Power strands of Unit 4- depending on the location of the centre! 

All centres will have access to either an urban or rural setting-or both! The following options could easily be developed:

· The world of cultural diversity- every urban and indeed many rural areas will display cultural  differences and possibly issues

· Consuming the rural landscape- leisure and tourism-impacts of leisure and tourism in fringe areas/rural areas, country parks, nature reserves, National Parks if close enough: not just litter surveys but: carrying capacity surveys, questionnaires of locals, environmental impact assessment…… 

· Pollution and human health at risk – river pollution survey, air and noise and light  pollution  surveys in cities. Environmental quality surveys of different areas of a city or rural/urban area to investigate links to health

· Life on the margins-food supply problem- visits could be to fish farms, high tech arable/dairy units or organic farms and LEAF farms. A Fair trade survey of the class/school could be mad, together with a food mile survey.. 

·  Cold Environments : glaciated uplands and lowlands  with their relict features are to be found in large areas of the British Isles! 


Many centres already carry out field trips for some/all of their students, and many locations already favoured may be factored into delivery
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
