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German Unit 1: Commentary

Candidate 1

Content 18/20: The candidate responds fully to the task and her answer is entirely
relevant. She responds to the first newspaper quotation by saying that there were lots
of people present and that they danced and sang happily. She then disagrees with the
second newspaper quotation, stating the length of the concert was unimportant and
that it was worth the cost because of the quality of the music. She also disagrees with
the third newspaper quotation, stating that she was unaware of any problem with
drugs or violence and that the atmosphere was simply one of excitement. Finally she
gives a summary of her positive opinion of the concert. The mark awarded is 18, not
19 or 20, because of the apparent contradiction in the second main paragraph: Ich
finde ... total anders sind followed by Meiner Meinung nach ... ist ganz wahr.

Range of vocabulary 4/5: The candidate supplies a range of appropriate vocabulary,
e.g. die Liinge, preiswert, die Qualitdt, iiberfiillt. However the language of the first
two paragraphs (Ja, vor zwei Wochen ... alle sehr gliicklich) is relatively simple.

Range of structures 5/5: The candidate uses a very good variety of grammatical
structures, e.g. weil + subordinate word order, dass + subordinate word order, obwohl
+ subordinate word order, sollte + infinitive, inversion of object and subject (Die (sic)
letzten Satz finde ich...).

Accuracy 4/5: The German is largely accurate but there are a few basic errors, e.g.
failure to invert after meiner Meinung nach, singular verb after die Gruppe, misuse of
wann for wenn. The last two sentences Ich finde es schrecklich... and Allgemein...
show a very good grasp of German grammar.

Candidate 2

Content 10/20: The candidate’s response is relevant, but superficial in places. The
structure is reasonable, but points are not always clearly expressed and the
justification of some points is weak. At 138 words it is also too short. The candidate
reacts to Anna’s situation by saying that it is a shame. She agrees with the stance of
Anna’s brother and justifies the separation by saying that it will make for a better life
for the parents; however the candidate refers to the parents twice (...nicht gut fiir sie
and deine Eltern ... wollen ein gute leben (sic)) without mentioning Anna’s wellbeing.
The second paragraph begins with a reference to Anna but the incorrect verb
combination wdre ... sein impedes the meaning. Later in that paragraph the candidate
comments more broadly on the family situation in society, but the phrase Eine dritte
heiraten endet in Entscheiden (sic) fails to convey its intended meaning. The final
sentence of the candidate’s answer offers some sensible advice for Anna but it is not
developed.

Range of vocabulary 2/5: The candidate supplies some relevant vocabulary, e.g.
problematisch, Entschluss, but the choice of words is restricted and there are some
major errors e.g. subject, entschieden. ‘

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Range of structures 1/5: The candidate shows little grammatical awareness. The word
order is largely English; the only attempts at German word order are du wdre (sic)...
sein and es wird ... sein in the second paragraph. Nouns and verbs are sometimes
confused, e.g. trennung instead of trennen.

Accuracy 2/5: Basic errors are frequent, but comprehension is maintained most of the
time — therefore worth more than 1/5.

Candidate 3

Content 18/20: The candidate’s response is fully relevant with a good depth of
treatment. The points made are well expressed and justified. The structure is well
organised, although the section on influences (media, parents) seems a little
disjointed. The candidate reacts to the task initially by offering advice to the reader in
" the du form — an entirely appropriate approach. She makes a number of accurate
observations about young people’s lifestyles and gives appropriate explanations, e.g.
people eat fast food because it is cheap, and lack of exercise increases the risk of heart
problems. She offers advice and suggestions for healthy living, e.g. taking up sports
and going to see people rather than using the internet. She refers appropriately to
different influences on young people; however the comment about parents seems to
relate more to education and general stability than specifically to health. The last
paragraph returns to the du form to challenge the reader directly.

Range of vocabulary 5/5: The candidate uses a wide range of appropriate vocabulary,
e.g. Herzinfarkt, sich entwickeln, Werbung(en), Medien and even Heftklammer.

Range of structures 5/5: The candidate uses a very good variety of grammatical
structures, e.g. dem Arzt (sic) nach, wenn + subordinate word order, anstatt zu +
infinitive, dass + subordinate word order, relative clauses with die, and sollte +
infinitive. The use of zwar in the first paragraph is impressive. There are one or two
structural errors, e.g. Die Medien spielen eine grofie Rolle in wie ..., but the candidate
clearly has a secure grasp of how the language works.

Accuracy 4/5: The candidate’s writing is largely accurate. However the piece is not
quite worth 5/5 because it contains a few basic errors such as in der Stadt gehen, mit
sie and Gesundes Essen issen.

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Commentaries on Unit 3 Scripts
Candidate 1
Question 13 (b)

Inwieweit hat der von Ihnen gewdhlte Regisseur seine Ziele
erreicht?

The candidate attempts in the introductory paragraph to set the scene
for her essay and introduces us to her chosen film and director, placing
the piece in the context of the GDR.

In the second paragraph details of two main characters are provided
and what the audience learn about the work of the state security (Stasi)
through these characters. Wiesler, the film’s main character is
introduced and the candidate provides a good example of his work as
a teacher of interrogation techniques. The candidate rightly points out
that we are here provided with an insight into the brutal and
uncompromising work of the Stasi.

In the third paragraph an attempt is made to explain the aim of
depicting the East German communist regime objectively. The
candidate does not really reinforce this point well and goes on to talk
about Minister Hempf and the inequalities of the socialist regime
displayed through his character.

Although it may be relevant to talk of the awards bestowed on the
film, it is doubtful that this would have been amongst the original aims
of the producer. Thus, other, more detailed points could/should have
been brought out at this point of the essay, using exemplification and
evaluation of the film and its plot.

The ensuing paragraph attempts, with reasonable success, to paint a
more balanced picture of life in the GDR. We see some of the better
aspects of life under the communists, where some of the problems
facing capitalist societies were absent. Provided people were prepared
to work with the system and not against it, life could be quite
tolerable. Thus, the viewer is able to reach his own conclusions about
the society — a valid point made here.

1
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The following paragraph again, unfortunately, strays from the main
thrust of the essay title.

The candidate alludes to the change in Wiesler, in terms of his
character and his status during the course of the film and the break up
of the communist regime. The director poses the viewer the conflict
between humanity and brutal, uncompromising efficiency and the
viewer must draw his/her own conclusions.

The essay has a logical structure with an introduction and an
attempted conclusion. It makes some use of exemplification, although
there could have been more depth and detail. The essay strays from
the point on occasions and loses impact because of this.

The candidate clearly knows the film well and has thought about her
essay. Her language is quite varied and reasonably accurate.

In terms of content, the candidate displays some hallmarks of Band 3
and some of Band 2 — some understanding and knowledge of task,
some relevant examples and evidence (Band 3), some evidence of
evaluation and personal reaction, logical structure with some
progression (Band 2).

Overall, the piece just creeps into Band 2.

Re — Range of Vocabulary — the candidate uses a wide range, usually
effectively. Re — Complexity of Language — the candidate uses a
variety of structures and makes some attempt at complex
constructions. The piece is more accurate than inaccurate and errors
rarely impede comprehension.

Question 10 (b)

The candidate makes it clear in the introductory paragraph that she
intends to talk about Sophie Scholl. She could usefully have set out
more her intentions for the direction of the essay in her first paragraph
and set the character in more detailed context. Nevertheless, we do
learn of some of the principles of Sophie Scholl.

Although the second paragraph carries a relevant point, in terms of the
character of Sophie and talks of her time in the Hitler Youth, there is
no real depth of content or detail about this part of her life.

The ensuing paragraph is rather descriptive and introduces Sophie’s
brother. Again, the candidate strays somewhat from the nub of the
question, namely Sophie’s influence. She does however, go on to talk
about the formation of the resistance movement “Die weifle Rose”. 1t
is a pity that more exemplification and explanation of the work of the
movement and the content of the fliers was not provided to show the
impact of Sophie’s work.

The piece lacks depth of content, saying simply the group members
were thrown into prison “after a time”.

We are told some detail about Sophie’s character and her last days
before execution. Her bravery undoubtedly inspired others and
possibly the candidate should have made more of this point.

The candidate does point out the impact of Sophie’s life and death on
the student who wrote the letter to Inge Scholl. Also valid mention is
made of the girl who talked of the influence Sophie had had on her
and mother.

Finally, the candidate attempts to explain how Sophie’s influence
exists in today’s society, as demonstrated by street and school names.

7
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The essay is placed squarely in Band 3 for Content. It displays some
understanding of the task and provides some relevant examples. There
is some personal reaction. The structure is satisfactory. The essay is
just below the mean mark for the band.

The Range of Vocabulary shows some variety and the Complexity of
Language is just about worth 3 marks, with some attempt made at
complex constructions. The piece contains some errors but these do
not impede communication.

Question 10 (b)

Wiihlen Sie eine wichtige Personlichkeit aus der
deutschsprachigen Geschichte.

The candidate makes it clear in the opening paragraph that Sophie
Scholl is to be the focal point of the essay. The candidate also
highlights the role Sophie played in resisting the Nazis.

The second paragraph, quite long and detailed, provides background
information about Sophie’s younger years as a member of the Hitler
Youth but does not strike at the heart of the task, namely the influence
exercised by Sophie.

The next paragraph continues with background to Sophie’s character
and her realisation that the Nazis were indeed an evil force which must
be opposed. The influence of her father on Sophie is rightly stressed.

The candidate continues to provide details about life under the Nazis
and the difficulties for students and the need to adapt and accept the

regime. Again, this is background material but is skirting around the
heart of the task.

The influence she had on her soldier boy friend and her logical
thoughts about the need to do all things necessary to ensure the war
was lost are highlighted. These points do indeed display how Sophie
was able to exert an influence.

It is a pity that the paragraph on Sophie’s work with the “weifle Rose”
does not provide greater detail or depth. Nevertheless, the courage
displayed by Sophie and her colleagues is highlighted, as is their
lasting influence on those around them and future generations.

The essay is placed at the bottom of Band 3 for content — there is some
understanding of the task and there are indeed some relevant
examples. There is some personal reaction but limited evaluation. The
piece is mainly descriptive. Thus, the essay shows the hallmarks of
some descriptors from both Band 3 and Band 4 but is more
characteristic of a Band 3 essay, receiving 11 marks.

5
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The candidate is awarded 3 marks for Range of Vocabulary,
demonstrating some variety in the use of vocabulary. Likewise 3
marks are awarded for Complexity of Language - there may have
been a case for awarding 4 but the mark may not be in a higher band
than the one awarded for Content. The essay receives 3 marks for
Accuracy — it is more accurate than inaccurate and errors rarely
impede communication.
