	Topic 1: Defining additional needs


	Teacher-led introduction to the content and assessment requirements of the unit

Construct a mind map of additional needs through group discussion

Discussion:  Who are people who use services with additional needs?

	Topic 2: Causes of physical disability, sensory impairment and learning difficulties.


	In small groups
collect information on three or four different causes of impairment

Group 1:  hereditary conditions, chromosomal abnormalities

Group 2:  environmental factors

Group 3:  accidents, disease related causes

Group 4:  birth injury, developmental disorders

Preparing materials for presentation to other groups

Preparation of visual material, for example, fact sheet, posters and handouts about the causes for which they collected information including: description of cause, various conditions linked to the cause, effects on bodily function and development and impact on quality of life.

Candidates give a presentation to the rest of the group of their findings

	Emphasise the need to focus on 3 causes of additional needs in AO1 Assessment Evidence.



	Topic 3: The Care Management Process


	Teacher – led introductory information on The Care Management Process

Apply knowledge through case study task on four people who use services who have additional needs.

Arrange a talk from a specialist for example, a Social Worker, Care Manager or Occupational Therapist to give candidate’s primary information.

If a talk is not possible candidates could interview service providers regarding the care management process and feed back to the group.

Planning visits to observe the care management process in care settings.

Whole group discussion based findings from the visits

Review of differences in the care management process between different settings.

	Aim to reflect all areas of additional need through the case studies provided.  As stated in ‘Topic 2’ heading.

Ensure that good practice in terms of confidentiality and data protection are maintained in visits and sharing of findings.

	Topic 4: Producing a profile of a person who uses services with additional needs


	Identifying a service user/case study for AO2 – Teacher – led group discussion on criteria for choosing an appropriate case study.

Case study task on the P.IES needs and support required to meet needs for 4 different people who use services

Feedback to the group and discuss P.IES needs and relevant practitioners for each case study.

	Discuss the pros, cons and ethical issues of using real and case study people who use services.



	Topic 5: Multidisciplinary team – working


	Teacher – led introductory information on team – working.

Group discussion on the benefits of team – working in meeting needs of people who use services.

Students identify service user/ case study and plan primary and/or secondary information collection.

Carry out primary and/or secondary information collection.

	Teachers will need to supply a choice of case studies with relevant detail on the person who uses services and their holistic needs as a result of their additional needs.

Candidate’s must follow Assessment Evidence requirements in primary data collection.

	Topic 6: Models and Approaches 


	Candidates work in two groups to prepare for a debate:  Social Model vs. Medial Model

Candidates must be prepared to give the benefits of their chosen model and should also prepare arguments against the opposing model; visual aids could be prepared to support their points of view

Candidates perform their debate:  Social Model vs. Medial Model

Whole group discussion and evaluation of the debate

	Topic 7: Attitudes and values of society


	Discussion of negative social attitudes to impairment and the effects these could have on people who use services

Design a guide for service providers to give to new staff about how to treat and respect people who use services with additional needs

Invite speaker from Employment Agency/Connexions to talk to candidates about employment rights of people with additional needs

Organise a talk from Special Educational Needs Co-coordinator about access to educational provision for people who use services with learning difficulties

Small groups to review the access to particular settings

Each group feedback their findings

Portfolio building

Prepare documents to collect information eg questionnaire, interview questions, drawing information from chosen case study

Collate the information gathered and draw conclusions

	Topic 8: Support, Aids and Equipment available


	Teacher-led discussion on the methods of support available for people who use services with additional needs

Visit to an Aided Living Centre/supplier of aids and adaptations

Candidates evaluate the aids and adaptations available for people with additional needs to use

Discussion of barriers to accessing support, aids and equipment and effects on chosen service user of not having effective support.

	Objective 1
	Understand the correct terminology for use when describing people with additional needs

	Objective 2
	Mind map ideas on – What are additional needs as a whole group

	Objective 3
	Use case study analysis to understand how additional needs impact on physical, intellectual, emotional and social needs.


Recap of Previous Experience and Prior Knowledge
· The Unit content and structure has been discussed as a group and this lesson serves as an introduction to additional needs and resultant P.I.E.S needs.

	Teacher input on the categories of additional needs for Unit 5 – Physical disability, sensory impairment and learning difficulties.  Explain conditions relevant to each category.

	15 minutes
	Set case study task – with one case study to cover each category and get candidate’s to identify P.I.E.S needs as a result of the condition.

	10 minutes
	Group discussion on P.I.E.S needs related to set case studies.

	Candidates write up ideas on P.I.E.S needs for each case study.

	10 minutes
	Teacher to set research into support services, aids and adaptations to meet P.I.E.S needs for allocated case study as homework.
