	Topic 1: Care and Education Provision for Early Years in the Local Area

	Teacher-led introduction to the content and assessment requirements of the unit

Discuss what is meant by the term ‘care and education’

Mind map of different types of early years care and education

Discussion:  Why are ‘care and education’ always put together?

Input on the new perspective of ‘educare’

Small group research to identify providers of early-years care and education in the local area

Exploration of the type of care and education being offered

Teacher-led introduction to policies which influence the provision of care and education for children in early-years settings

Small groups evaluate individual policies

Feedback from each group and general discussion

Preparing to conduct a survey:

What information do we want to collect?

What is the best way to gather the information?

Prepare materials to conduct the survey, eg questionnaire

Conduct the survey

Collate the results of the survey

	Candidates will give a description of the different types of early-years provision available in the local area, eg childminders, pre-schools and after-school clubs, parent-and-toddler groups and primary schools.

They will explain two examples from each of private, statutory, voluntary and informal groups.

They will explain the main purposes of each, showing an understanding of the influences of one national policy on one of the examples chosen.



	Topic 2: Job Roles and Responsibilities Available Within Early-Years Care and Education

	Teacher-led discussion of different job roles available in private sector, statutory provision, voluntary sector and informal groups

Secondary research using interactive programmes, internet, books about two particular job roles within the sector  to find out about qualifications and skills

· Candidate self-evaluation:

What skills do I have?

For which jobs would my skills be suitable?

Interview with practitioners and/or visit to investigate typical day, tasks and responsibilities

	Candidates will provide an explanation about two different job roles in the early years sector, eg they will explain three main features of each role, giving details of what these involve.

Three skills that are required to carry out the role will be explained with a range of appropriate examples.

The qualifications required will be accurate and alternative qualifications will be included.

The information will give a comprehensive explanation of the tasks that are carried out by each on a day-to-day basis. 

An explanation of a typical day plan will be included.

	Teacher-led discussion of the care values applied in early years care and education settings

	When considering the early-years’ values of care, they will be explained, with a range of appropriate examples of how each could be applied by both practitioners.



	Topic 4: The Ways Children Learn and Factors that Affect Performance

	Mind mapping exercise – how do young children learn with examples?

Teacher input:  how children learn

Individual research by candidates on the ways children learn

Whole group discussion on how children learn

Teacher or specialist input:  factors that can affect a child’s learning

Group discussion based on the evidence from the input

Individual work by candidates to differentiate between social, environmental, economic and  physical factors that affect young children’s learning
Students encouraged to carry out research on factors using a wide range of sources both primary and secondary

Whole-group discussion based on the observations about the different ways that children learn and strategies to aid learning

	Candidate’s evidence will show that a range of appropriate sources has been used for research, eg books, magazines, people and the Internet.

A record of the resources used will be kept and references made in the text.

The information about factors will be detailed with an explanation

showing an  understanding of how the factors can affect development, eg an

economic factor could be given, such as the family having sufficient income to allow their child to attend a play group twice each week, which could affect the child’s development as their language skills could be improved through interacting with a range of people, and also the child’s social skills could be improved as they have the opportunity to observe and learn from others.

There will be an explanation of one factor from each of the four main groups,

ie one social, one economic, one environmental and one physical factor.

Candidates will give an analysis of two strategies that could be used to aid learning.

	Candidates will have chosen an activity to do with a child/children that lasts for about ten minutes but could be longer, eg improving hand-eye co-ordination and learning new Vocabulary.

The plan will give information about the impact on the child  that shows

thought about whether the activity is sufficiently challenging for the child/children; explains the methods to be used  and gives  timescales for the stages which are accurate, showing how the implementation is to be achieved.

Reasons will be given for most of the actions taken.

Evaluation will be detailed showing ability to reflect on their performance. 

Realistic and thoughtful recommendations for improvements will be made and candidates will draw valid conclusions about the impact of the activity on the child’s/children’s development.
