	Local Planning Task


	Candidates are given information including demographic data, national targets and a ‘budget’. They have to decide which services they will provide to produce a local plan. Each may take the role of a key stakeholder. They must be able to justify their decisions

Discussion and review of the exercise.

Mapping exercise:

Candidate research and plot on a large map the services available in the local area. These will include: day-care centres, hospitals, GP practices, Community care, pre-schools and nurseries.
