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Edexcel GCE in History Unit 4: Historical Enquiry (first assessment January 2010)

Changes to the Coursework Approval Process.

It is no longer necessary for centres seeking approval for their own coursework programmes to attend a coursework INSET event, as stated on pages 64 of the specification and page 65 of the Getting Started Guide for GCE History.

Centres that wish to design their own coursework programmes must fill in and submit to Edexcel a Coursework Approval Form. The form should be emailed to Edexcel via the ‘Ask the Expert’ service to: gce2008history@edexcelexperts.co.uk. This electronic approval process will be faster and easier for centres to manage.

Before beginning the process, teachers are advised to consult the Edexcel-designed exemplars contained within the ‘Getting Started Guide’ on pages 66-70.

Centres currently offering centre-designed coursework programmes based on a period of at least 100 years do not need to seek re-approval from Edexcel, provided that the centre can guarantee that the coursework programme meets the requirements of the specification.  Teachers currently offering Edexcel Curriculum 2000 centre-designed programmes based on a period of at least 100 years should email the Coursework Continuation Form (C2000-GCE2008) – electronic submission to Edexcel via the ‘Ask the Expert’ service to: gce2008history@edexcelexperts.co.uk.
