Edexcel scheme of work for GCE Religious Studies 6RSO3 Developments – New Testament 

This scheme of work is devised on the assumption that approximately half the teaching time for Foundations is devoted to New Testament and half to the other chosen option for the Developments paper. This SOW should therefore be read in conjunction with the SOW for the other Developments option chosen – e.g. Philosophy of Religion, Ethics, or one of the world religions.  It is assumed therefore that teachers have two to three hours per week for the delivery of the New Testament option. 

The SOW has also allowed for teaching of the Implications paper. For the purpose of this SOW, it is assumed that candidates are also taking the New Testament option in Implications. If this does not apply to your centre, SOW for Philosophy and Ethics Implications options are also available with the Developments SOW relevant to that option.

In every case, the SOW can be adapted to your needs, including teaching time available. A 14 week autumn term, 12 week spring term, and up to 8 weeks teaching time in the summer term has been assumed. You can adapt the SOW to fit your school’s holiday and study leave arrangements
