
DIRECTIONS TO TEACHER/EXAMINER AND CANDIDATES

¥ Candidates should attempt THREE questions.

¥ Candidates are NOT allowed to write anything during this examination, nor to ask the
Teacher/Examiner for help with German expressions.

¥ Candidates will be given 10 minutes preparation time.

¥ This examination is to be recorded on cassette.  The cassette recorder should not be stopped
until the whole examination is completed.

¥ The Teacher/Examiner will ask each question in turn and the candidate will respond in
GERMAN.  Each response should last for about 1 minute.
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Before recording begins, you are to tell the Teacher/Examiner the numbers of the THREE
questions you wish to attempt.

The questions will then be put to you by the Teacher/Examiner.

You must answer in GERMAN.  You should spend approximately ONE minute on each
answer.  Candidates MUST NOT speak for longer than TWO minutes on any one question.

Each question is of equal value.  Your answers will be recorded on cassette.

Attempt THREE questions.
