Vistkustskolan genomforde denna veckan sitt arliga dagsverke vars bidrag gick till
”Sa ett fr6”. En elev i skolan hittade en broschyr om ”’Sé ett fr6” pa ett UNIK-varuhus
och overtygade skolan att vélja detta som arets vélgérenhetsdndamal.

”Sa ett fro” satsar pa att bevara och aterplantera regnskog pa Borneo i Malaysia. Som
frimsta partnern i ”S& ett Fro” vill UNIK engagera sina kunder i problemen inom
skogsbruket och tillsammans bidra med pengar. Skogens overlevnad ar idag en av
de viktigaste miljofragorna som kraver kunskap, forskning och resurser att utveckla
metoder som anvander skogen pa ett miljovanligt sitt.

For varje tiokrona som skénks pd UNIK-varuhusen i Sverige, bidrar UNIK med
tjugo kronor som mdjliggdr planteringen av tre trdd p&d Borneo. 80% av pengarna gar
till nyplantering medan resten gar till forskning inom nya skogsbruksmetoder och
bevarandet av detta unika regnskogsomrade.

Totalt samlade Vistkustskolan ihop 55 860 kronor genom att tvitta bilar, klippa
grasmattor och rensa rabatter. Vistkustskolans engagemang i ”Sa ett Frd” visar att en
liten insats kan ha enorm betydelse och att UNIKs budskap nar ut till omvarlden.

Hittills har ”Sa ett Fr6” planterat 120 000 trdd pa en yta motsvarande 770 fotbollsplaner.
Det finns fa exempel i virlden dér man dterplanterat regnskog i samma omfattning.

Mobelvaruhuset UNIK grundades av en man med kénsla for svensk design och med
sparsamhet och enkelhet som livsfilosofi. Mannen heter Uno Nord och initialerna i hans
namn bildar de tva forsta bokstdverna i namnet UNIK, medan Unos barndomshem,
garden Ishult i virmldndska byn Kyrkheden, har gett de sista bokstédverna i UNIK.

Den ekonomiske och idérike Uno bestdmde sig tidigt for att bli egen foretagare och
borjade snickra ihop enkla koksmobler hemma i sitt kok. Uno strdvade efter att gora
mdblerna enkla, praktiska och tilltalande men samtidigt billiga, sé att alla ménniskor
skulle kunna ha rad att képa dem. Detta mojliggjordes genom att tillverka moblerna i
delar som kunde fraktas i platta paket antingen av kunderna sjélva eller via postorder.
Med hjilp av medskickade instruktioner, skruvar och en speciell skruvmejsel, kunde
moblerna sedan ldtt monteras ihop av kunderna sjilva. Unos mdbler gjorde snabbt
stor succé och efterfrdgan pa dem blev sapass stor att Uno blev tvungen att flytta till
en storre lokal.

Nista steg i UNIKs utveckling var att ge ut en postorderkatalog till alla hushall i
Sverige, vilken var full av foton pa mobler i olika rumsmiljéer. Denna katalog ges ut
annu idag och ér en av Sveriges mest ldsta tidskrifter och gor det mojligt for ménniskor
att bestilla mobler oavsett var de bor.

Idag finns det ett femtiotal UNIK varuhus bade inom och utanfor Sverige dar man kan
man ga runt och se UNIKs typiskt skandinaviska mébler och interiérer i varma farger
som inspirerar samt ger idéer till det egna hemmet. UNIK é&r ocksa vilként for sitt stora
sortiment av smasaker, som till exempel smorknivar, ljusstakar och trasmattor, som
1att plockas med i varukorgen. Tillgéng till café och barntillsyn underldttar handlandet
och gor besoket trevligt.
