Try a simple IMAGE search on ‘food paintings’. Delicious results!
The presentation of food may play an important part in your work. For example, in the work of 17th Century Dutch Masters, glass, ceramics, silverware and textiles are featured to show the food to best advantage. On the other hand, today’s chefs use the colour, texture, shape and form of food on the plate as a modern art form. Both are relevant for this project.
