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After two years’ cancellations, candidates have the opportunity to take the examination this year.
Candidates and centres have received the Advance Notice for writing tasks, which have helped with the
preparation. In general, candidates performed well across all four questions in this paper.

Q01 This question asks candidates to describe the picture and give opinions on socialising with friends
and family. Candidates can give some information about the picture, eg “there are a lot people”, “they
are in a restaurant” and “they are eating and drinking with family and friends”, etc.

This candidate managed to give some information about the picture and also simple information about
socialising with family and friends. It is given 5 marks for CC and 4 for KL.

Based on their performance this year, candidates should aim to access more marks in the
picture question by both describing the picture and also giving opinions required. Candidate
should also consolidate their knowledge of tenses/time frames in Chinese, avoiding mis-
written characters.
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
