information, including at least one opinion. Each item should contain a different verb.
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MERIT (Level 5)
You might like to ask or answer questions about:
e his/her name, age, birthday etc;
e what his/her interests are;
e what he/she likes or dislikes;
e where he/she lives.
Ask or answer questions about:
either what he/she has done recently,
or what plans he/she has for the future.

e To achieve a Merit (Level 5) in this piece of work you must give a minimum of six items of
information, including at least one opinion. You should refer to the past or the future as well
as the present. Each item should contain a different verb.

DISTINCTION (Level 6)
You might like to ask or answer questions about:
e his/her name, age, birthday etc;
e what his/her interests are;
e what he/she likes or dislikes;
e where he/she lives.
Ask or answer questions about:
what he/she has done recently,
and what plans he/she has for the future.
e To achieve a Distinction (Level 6) in this piece of work you must give a minimum of eight

items of information, including at least one opinion. You should refer to the past and the future
as well as the present. Each item should contain a different verb.
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
