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1.2 EXEMPLAR MATERIAL - SECTION ONE

1.2.1 Question 1 — Commentaries on Candidates A, B and C

Candidate A

This candidate started well, the first four items communicate clearly. However, in view of the
confusion of glace/glass, followed by two English words, ending with an incomprehensible
attempt at bouilloire, there is no further award.

Marks 4/8

Candidate B

The first item, being an English word with no currency in French, cannot score. Despite the
inconsistent use of the article, items 2—5 are all worthy of award. Courteau, although it only
contains one incorrect letter, is phonetically too removed from the appropriate word and does
not score. Ferre is possibly a mis-spelling of verre, but it is also phonetically close to fer, an
item which some might reasonably take on holiday and it is awarded a mark. Torche, not the
correct word, however, it might be understood as a flare and in this sense acceptable. (Torch
would be rejected automatically.)

Marks 6/8

Candidate C

This is a good list. Although there is no consistent use of the definite/indefinite article, there is
no doubt about the candidate’s intentions.

Marks 8/8

e Candidates are best advised to give the details suggested by the pictures. However, words
which are in the spirit of the examples provided, will always be awarded marks if they
communicate.

Candidate D

Communication: There are clearly recognisable attempts at all the tasks; however, in the
fourth, the candidate has confused se lever/se coucher. 5 marks
Accuracy: In the first task, the verb is correct, in the second, the choice of phrase is appropriate.
In the third task, the verb is incorrect and in the fifth, the preposition is incorrect. The

preposition avec is omitted in the final task. There are only two correct items. 1 mark

Communication: All the responses communicate. 6 marks

Accuracy: The grammar is a little insecure, as is the spelling: in task 2, piscene, in task 3, the
use of the past participle instead of the infinitive and in the final task, copanes. There are at
least three correctly written items.

enough to respond with more extensive information than is needed in the fifth task. 6 marks

Accuracy: Despite the use of the infinitive in the first task, at least five of the items are written

accurately.

Communication: The candidate has not attempted all the tasks, there is no reference to the
friend’s family. Despite the incorrect use/omission of verbs, most of the other required

elements can be understood. 5 marks
Quality of Language: There is a clear attempt at structuring sentences. However, none of the
verbs is correctly formed. The candidate has some awareness of adjectival agreements, but has
confused the subject pronoun and possessive adjective. 4 marks

Candidate H

Communication: All the tasks have been attempted. There is a little doubt about the fifth, but
it is reasonable to assume that the friend is no longer at school. 6 marks
Quality of Language: There are some very obvious errors, which are quite typical of those seen
at this level e.g. confusion of aveir/étre, confusion of definite/indefinite articles, confusion of
nouns/verbs. Nonetheless, the language can be described as ‘sufficiently accurate to enable a
clear message to be conveyed’. 6 marks

the candidate has mis-spelt copine, a surprisingly frequent error, this does not impede
understanding.
