For poor farmers like Ibrahim, it’s the simple answer that really works

Here’s how it works ...

The blade turns furrows that can hold
on to precious rainwater for weeks

The design of this simple, soft harness
is more gentle on the donkey

A plough may not be high-tech, 
but to a hungry family in Sudan, 
it’s a masterpiece of ‘cutting 
edge’ technology.

Because it‘s simple. It’s cheap.

People in Sudan were too poor 
to afford camels for ploughing.
