The world’s population was increasing exponentially, but future growth rates are uncertain.
	· To understand how the rate of global population growth is changing.
	· Students describe and offer explanations for the growth and distribution of population since 1AD.

· Students then investigate global population growth and the population multiplier effect on a graph to investigate the rate of change in the past and predicted into the future.

Population change and structure vary considerably between countries at different states of development.
	· To recognise that countries population structure changes with time as a result of natural and migration change.

· To understand the link between population change and development.
	· Students play game in groups as countries to simulate population change including natural and migration change. Reporting what happened and why.

· Students investigate population structure in countries through drawing and interpreting of population pyramids.

· Students learn to read and use the demographic transition model. Students can then try to match population structure (pyramids) to stages of the demographic transition model.

Different policies attempt to manage change to achieve sustainable levels of population.
	· To learn how and why populations need to be managed.
	· Students define the terms: over population, under population, youthful population and ageing population. They name countries that fall into the categories and the problems they present that need management.

· Students suggest why it is difficult to achieve and maintain an optimum population.

· Students write a mini essay with case examples drawing on the ideas above and research into countries changing population structure.
	· Chapter 9 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book is good for the terms and ideas about the problems they present.

· Chapter 9 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book offers a good starting point for changing population structure by drawing on previous lesson material. A good starter is the BBC Education Class Clip 531 Is Population out of control?

	· To understand the reasons for the management of population change and migration.
	· Students produce two case studies on natural change management for under population and overpopulation.

· Students experience the reasons for migration through a practical activity and categorise migration into forced and voluntary.

· Students develop a detailed case study of migration in the UK.
	· Chapter 9 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book provides a good case study on Singapore (underpopulated) and China (overpopulated) managing their populations.

Resources are classified as renewable, sustainable and non-renewable, and this has implications for their consumption.
	· To define, classify and give examples of natural resources and understand that all resources have benefits and costs.
	· Students draw up a table to classify resources by type, availability, benefits and costs and fill with examples.
	· Chapter 10 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has definitions, some examples and a natural resources activity with web links.

· Edexcel GCSE Geography B Active Teach includes a class interactive activity on the production and consumption of energy.

· Edexcel GCSE Geography B Active Teach includes a BBC Active video clip of the pros and cons of biofuels.

Patterns of resource supply and consumption have produced a changing world of ‘haves’ and ‘have nots’.
	· To explain why some countries have higher demand for resources than others.

· To understand the variations between countries.
	· Students work collaboratively to create a report on the supply and use of oil around the world.

· This could be done using a class wiki (shared website) through Google Apps.
	· BBC Education Class Clips on Energy Crisis by James Lovelock.

· Chapter 10 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has a very good section on oil resources which would make a good case study. a
Different theories exist about how far the world can cope with the current consumption of resources.
	· To know there are different viewpoints on resource and population links.

· To describe the main theories of Malthus and Boserup.
	· Students watch the video on Malthus.
	· Chapter 10 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has a detailed explanation and graphs of the Malthus and Boserup theories and activities to compare them.

	· To explain the different interpretations of sustainability used by different groups.
	· Groups of students examine the different approaches to sustainability at the individual, community, corporate and governmental level. They identify the benefits and costs of each approach and create a briefing paper.

· Students hold a meeting on sustainability to discuss the paper and compare aspects of sustainability before making a judgement on the ‘best’ approach.
	· Chapter 10 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has good materials to support discussion and the activities have links to goals that can be used in the meeting.

What are the ingredients of good living spaces?

a 
People vary in their perception of what makes a good living space.
	· To know some of the elements that make places attractive or unattractive to different groups of people.

· To explain why urban and rural areas appeal to some groups and not others.
	· Students brainstorm the issues connected with urban and rural places that people may like or dislike and annotate the ideas onto suitable images of place.

· Students then construct a series of bi-polar values/scales and use these together with images to interview a selection of people of different ages, groups, cultures etc. Results can then be analysed using graphs and maps.

	· To understand the connection with attraction to urban or rural is related to development.
	· Students consider how views of the countryside might vary depending on level of development. By comparing UK and China.
	· Chapter 11 in the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has good suggestions for TV clips that could be used as a starter for ‘Rural Idyll’, which can then be contrasted with rural life in China using graphs, interviews and associated activities.

Current demands for living space are rising, placing pressure on the quality of different living spaces.
	· To describe some of the pressure on living spaces.

· To understand why cities have large environmental impact.
	· Students identify and tabulate the similar pressures on living spaces around the world.

· Students explain how these pressures lead to similar impacts for the locations and why urban areas have a greater impact.
	· Chapter 11 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has UK and USA locations from which students can extract common pressures and impacts.

· Edexcel GCSE Geography B Active Teach includes a class interactive activity on the interpretation of a good quality living space (Dubai).

Different strategies exist to enable future living spaces to become more sustainable.
	· To evaluate attempts to become more sustainable.
	· Students study examples from different cities and identify their strategies. They critically evaluate solutions and consider how transferable the approaches are. 
	· Chapter 11 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has a range of world city strategies that can be compared and evaluated.

How and why is work changing in different places?

a
The balance between employment sectors (primary, secondary, tertiary and quaternary) varies spatially and is changing.
	· To be able to categorise jobs into employment sectors.

· To describe how employment structures vary from place to place and over time.
	· Students categorise jobs from TV programmes into sectors.

· Students complete a triangular graph for a selection of countries and explain how they shift from one sector to another. Students then fit the countries on the Clarke-Fisher model.
	· Television programmes can be viewed online, eg The Simpsons, Emmerdale, ER, Teachers.

Changing employment has environmental impacts, some of which are positive and some negative.
	· To identify the positive and effects of change in employment on the environment.
	· Students contrast Mexico City and Ruhr for the impacts on the environment.
	· Chapter 12 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has activities that will allow students to work through the effects of changing work patterns on the environment.

Urban regions can generate huge eco-footprints.
	· To identify what makes up an eco-footprint.

· To describe factors which influence the size of eco-footprints.
	· Students calculate their own eco-footprint, compare and contrast with other members of the class and members of their family.

· Students describe how individual’s eco-footprints add up to that of a place and suggest how they might compare between urban and rural areas and countries at different levels of development.

	· Students brainstorm all the ways that urban areas make money. They then add in all the impacts that each have on the environment.
	· Chapter 13 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has a series of money-making ideas for urban areas to make a start.

· Edexcel GCSE Geography B Active Teach includes a class interactive activity on city shantytowns.

How far can these issues be resolved sustainably?

a
Cities have huge potential for reducing their ecofootprints.
	· To identify three ways in which one city (York) is trying to reduce its eco-footprint.

· To describe how transport could be made more sustainable.
	· Students produce mind map of the processes used in reducing eco-footprints based on information from the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book.

· Students brainstorm the different approaches to making transport more sustainable in terms of pollution, congestion, use of Earth’s resources etc. Then produce a table of the advantages and disadvantages for each technique while considering different interest groups such as children, the elderly, people with a disability etc.
	· Chapter 13 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has resources and activities on York’s eco-footprint and strategies for improving it.

	· To know how cities of the future could be ‘greener’.

· To understand the idea of Green Consumerism with its advantages and disadvantages.
	· Students look for similarities and differences in approach to ‘green’ cities which could be tabulated.

· Students produce a poster promoting ‘Green Consumerism’ and write a newspaper column on the downside of ‘Green Consumerism’.

Countries can develop in ways that bring different effects to different regions.
	· To recognise that countries have core and peripheral areas.

· To explain how economic development leads to the core and peripheral model.

· To understand the problems caused by disparity within a country.
	· Students recognise that development can be measured in different ways, define the HDI and explain why it is a good compromise.

· Students describe the variation in development in an HDI of one country using a choropleth (thematic) map and account for the pattern.

· Students draw a sketch map of the core and periphery areas annotated with cities and reasons for the pattern.
	· Information on the Human Development Index (HDI) at: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Human_Development_Index could be compared to GDP, population per doctor etc using worldmapper comparisons at: www.worldmapper.org/index.html 

· Chapter 15 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has an example for Brazil that can be used for these activities. Alternatively, students can use data from the Student Book to produce a map for Tanzania and use an atlas to offer explanations for the pattern seen.

· Students produce a case study card of the Santo Antonio dam scheme. They can convert information into an easy-to-learn format. They can simplify the map and capture the top three advantages and disadvantages from social, economic and environmental lists. They can also use the skills builder and activity to improve the analysis of the case study.

· Students design a visual/ cartoon explanation of the Peru micro-hydro scheme to show how it works and the impact it has.

· Students then write a definition of ‘Intermediate Technology’ and explain how this project is an example.
	· Chapter 15 of the Edexcel GCSE Geography B Student Book has a good activity on the cycle of poverty.

	· Students use sustainability criteria to create an index of sustainability. They then assess the two projects on the criteria and explain their findings and how such project helps deal with the rural periphery.
