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This is a sophisticated piece of writing at GCSE level. The teacher prompt sheet, e.g. the
stimulus material for this piece of work done under controlled conditions, gives minimum help,
but sensibly reminds the candidate about the form of the perfect tense and relative clauses and
also points the candidate towards forming an opinion.

The unit is clearly the candidate’s personal response to the film “Goldfinger” and the account
includes description, narrative and opinion. The vocabulary is comfortably equal to the task and
the candidate uses jargon such as die Drehorte and die Handlung. Good adverbial phrases such
as am Ende des Filmes and im allgemeinen give this unit a sense of fluency.

This candidate has a secure grasp of many linguistic features. Verb agreements are secure in
present, past and future tenses, there is evidence of inversion and subordination and the
candidate can even distinguish between various uses of werden. Gender and case are generally
correct with only a few exceptions.

This is a good example of a concise unit of 202 words in which the candidate takes every
opportunity to show a range of good linguistic features.
