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General Marking Guidance 
  
  

• All candidates must receive the same treatment.  Examiners must 
mark the first candidate in exactly the same way as they mark the 
last. 

• Mark schemes should be applied positively. Candidates must be 
rewarded for what they have shown they can do rather than 
penalised for omissions. 

• Examiners should mark according to the mark scheme not 
according to their perception of where the grade boundaries may 
lie. 

• There is no ceiling on achievement. All marks on the mark scheme 
should be used appropriately. 

• All the marks on the mark scheme are designed to be awarded. 
Examiners should always award full marks if deserved, i.e. if the 
answer matches the mark scheme.  Examiners should also be 
prepared to award zero marks if the candidate’s response is not 
worthy of credit according to the mark scheme. 

• Where some judgement is required, mark schemes will provide 
the principles by which marks will be awarded and exemplification 
may be limited. 

• When examiners are in doubt regarding the application of the 
mark scheme to a candidate’s response, the team leader must be 
consulted. 

• Crossed out work should be marked UNLESS the candidate has 
replaced it with an alternative response.

The universe is governed by laws decreed for it by Allah and 
Muslims believe it is available for them to use as they see fit 

• Humanity is privileged as part of creation as Allah made them 
from clay and breathed his spirit into them. They can, as a result, 
learn about the nature of the universe and manipulate the world 
around them, using its resources for their benefit 

• Allah created the sun, the wind and the tides and Muslims believe 
they can use them as resources to produce energy to benefit all.

Therefore they 
should not be greedy and use only what they need 

• The Qur’an has explicit instructions on how to protect 
environmental resources, such as not cutting down fruit bearing 
trees even in times of war. This suggests that it is never right to 
exploit resources for your own benefit.
