Content

The student did not produce a Task Planning Form (TPF) but the task title was supplied.

The task is about school. This response is very limited; only about 35 words are written. Only one
simple opinion is expressed. Obviously the shorter the assignment, the more difficult it become to
meet the upper bands of the assessment criteria for Content (and therefore other categories).

Range of Language

Language is basic with short simple sentences. The vocabulary is appropriate to the basic needs
of the task but is limited.

Accuracy

Since 3 marks are awarded for Content therefore, the maximum mark available for Accuracy is 2.

Content

The response is limited but some relevant information has been conveyed. The student has written
about 50 words but no opinions have been expressed and there is very limited development of the
basic ideas. Therefore, it is not possible to award more than 3 marks for Content.

Range of Language

Language is basic with short simple sentences. Vocabulary is appropriate to the basic needs of the
task and structures are simple. The student has tried to produce complex sentences but only 4
marks can be awarded available for Range of Language.

Accuracy

Verbs and tense formation are sometimes unsuccessful. The intended meaning is clear. A
maximum of 2 marks are available for Accuracy.

Content

The student has tried to produce a detailed response to the task with little success, as the errors
often hindered the communication. Clarity of expression is generally a problem. This assignment is
very difficult to read. The response is just about comprehensible overall and it is not easy to read.
This student has not produced a TPF.

Range of Language

Some variety of appropriate vocabulary and structures used. Different tenses have also been used.
More complex sentences are attempted but not wholly successful. There is a reasonable range of
vocabulary and the student has tried to avoid repetition of more common verbs.

Accuracy

There are many errors which impede communication. Verbs and tenses are not always secure.

The vocabulary and structures used are generally appropriate to the task. The candidate has used
a range of tenses, but with many lapses. The student has attempted to write longer sentences
using appropriate linking words.

Accuracy

There are many basic errors which often impede communication but the intended meaning is clear.
Verbs and tenses are sometimes unsuccessful.

Opinions and
points of views are expressed but not always justified. There are some errors in language causing
delay in communication. There is evidence of some attempt at linking the piece into a whole.

Range of Language

There is some variety of appropriate vocabulary and structures used, including attempts at longer
sentences using appropriate linking words, which are sometimes successful. Response to the task
is generally relevant with quite a lot of information clearly communicated.

Accuracy

This piece is more accurate than inaccurate. There are fairly frequent errors but the intended
meaning is clear. Verbs and tenses are sometimes unsuccessful.

This is a full length response,
although with some lapses where the reader has to hesitate over the meaning. There are no
irrelevant passages and the candidate has gone beyond a minimal response. The piece is
generally coherent and provides evidence of descriptions and opinion, as appropriate to the task.

Range of Language

Vocabulary and structures are generally appropriate to the task. A variety of tenses have been
used successfully. Complex sentences have been handled with confidence to produce a fluent
piece of coherent language.

Accuracy

Verb forms and tense formations are usually correct. Errors are mainly of a minor nature that does
not impede communication.
