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 General Marking Guidance

e All candidates must receive the same treatment. Examiners must mark the first
candidate in exactly the same way as they mark the last.

e Mark schemes should be applied positively. Candidates must be rewarded for what
they have shown they can do rather than penalised for omissions.

e Examiners should mark according to the mark scheme not according to their
perception of where the grade boundaries may lie.

e There is no ceiling on achievement. All marks on the mark scheme should be used
appropriately.

e All the marks on the mark scheme are designed to be awarded. Examiners should
always award full marks if deserved, i.e. if the answer matches the mark
scheme. Examiners should also be prepared to award zero marks if the candidate’s
response is not worthy of credit according to the mark scheme.

e Where some judgementis required, mark schemes will provide the principles by which
marks will be awarded and exemplification may be limited.

e When examiners are in doubt regarding the application of the mark scheme to a
candidate’s response, the team leader must be consulted.

e Crossed out work should be marked UNLESS the candidate has replaced it with an
alternative response.

Questions 1, 2 and 3 (25 marks)

For these questions, students’ work is marked by Pearson using assessment
criteria given in the following two-mark grids:

o communication and content

o application and accuracy of language.

The grids will be applied twice, once for each piece of writing individually.

Communication and content mark grid

Mark Descriptor

0 No rewardable material.

1-3 o Communication is at a basic level and points made are of limited
relevance.

o Task shows little focus on the purpose and intended reader.
o Piece shows limited evidence of coherence.

4-6 o Communication is generally appropriate and relevant points are made,
with
ambiguity.

o Task is generally focused on the purpose and intended reader.

o Piece is linked using structural techniques.

7-9 o Communicates clearly and a range of relevant points are made. There
may be some areas of ambiguity but the overall response is clear.

o Task is clearly focused on the purpose and intended reader.
o Piece is clearly linked, using structural techniques.

10-12 o Communicates effectively, and response to the task is
comprehensive and relevant, with no ambiguity.

o Task is securely focused on the purpose and intended reader.

o Piece is effectively linked, using a range of structural techniques.

13-15 o Communication is subtle at times and response to the
task is fully comprehensive andrelevant.

o Task is sharply focused on the purpose and intended reader.

o Piece is linked, using structural techniques in a sophisticated and skilful
way.

Additional guidance

Structural techniques: these include cohesive devices such as transitional
phrases, linking words and subordinate clauses, paragraphing, use of
connectives, repetition, alliteration, extended metaphor.

Language structures

Basic language structures: these include high-
frequency regular and common irregular verbs (for
example tpww) in the present, future and past tenses
of the active voice, and common parisyllabic nouns
and adjectives (for example o avBpwmog, £€umvog,
€€umvn, £€€umvo); imparisyllabic neuter nouns (for
example to ypaupa).

Complex language structures: these include first
and second conjugation verbs, and irregular verbs
in all tenses of the passive voice; imparisyllabic
masculine and feminine nouns and adjectives (for
example o Bopldag, n aitnon, anwv-amolca-amov);
passive participles.
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
