e interesting and effective use of language.



“The actions of Bottom and the Athenian craftsmen provide much of the humour in the
play”. Comment on this statement by referring to specific incidents and characters.

Choose ONE of the scenes which you find particularly interesting and effective. Relate
what happens and give reasons for your choice.

BURNING EVEREST AND MARIZA’S STORY

. Do you find that your reaction to Jim’s violent behaviour changes at different moments in the
play? Explain your response by referring closely to specific incidents and say why you feel
that way.

. Mariza’s Story clearly shows how the behaviour of the rich and those in authority adds to the
suffering of the street kids. Illustrate this statement with close reference to the play.

. Both Jim in Burning Everest and Mariza in Mariza’s Story are to be pitied. Which of the two
do you pity more? Give reasons for your choice.

THE GLASS MENAGERIE

. Do you think that The Glass Menagerie is a suitable title to the play? Explain your reasons
with close reference to the play.

. “Laura’s disability affects not only herself but also her mother and her brother.” Discuss this
statement.

. Write about the theme of escapism in the play.

10. Some poets write about experiences of childhood. Choose TWO poems and show how the

poets succeed in making you understand their feelings.

11. War, Seascapes, Landscapes, Creatures. These themes have often inspired poets to write.
