The open examination paper and instructions are to be handed to the candidates on MONDAY 13 MAY 2002.

The completed WORKBOOK, including the final work(s) of art, must be handed in by Wednesday 25 SEPTEMBER 2002 at 12:00.  All works must be submitted by the schools to the appropriate District Office by 12:00 on MONDAY 30 SEPTEMBER 2002.  WORK-BOOKS must be tied together in numerical order according to the examination numbers in piles of ten (or less) and handed in to the District Office.  The examination drawing must be placed inside the front cover of the workbook before it is tied up.

1.5
Work on the WORKBOOK and the final work(s) of art must commence immediately.  Preparatory work is COMPULSORY.


Art educators should determine deadlines for the different stages of development (progress).  These deadlines form part of the examination paper and are binding on the candidates.


Candidates and parents should be notified immediately in writing, of the deadlines.

All work on the final work(s) of art must be done under the supervision of the art educators and may not be removed from the school premises.


Work that through necessity has to be done outside the school (e.g. pottery to be fired in private kilns) must be fully supervised by the art educators at all times.


Please note that work(s) completed under the supervision of private educators and not the school art educators, cannot be accepted for examination purposes.

Art educators may guide and advise pupils, but no direct assistance is permitted.

Candidates will be PENALISED for not adhering to the requirements laid down in this examination paper.

1.9
Candidates choosing OPTION A (Practical Work of own choice) must complete the SECOND Examination Paper (Art:  Second Paper) which will take place at the end of the year.  This will be in the form of a six-hour PERCEPTUAL or CONCEPTUAL DRAWING which should be completed within the set period of six hours.


This Drawing examination will count 50 marks.


Candidates who select OPTION B (Art Documentation and Research) will not do this drawing examination (Art:  Third Paper).
2.
COMPILATION OF THE WORKBOOK (Refer to the diagrams on page 6.)


2.1
WORKBOOKS must not be smaller than A3 size and not bigger than A2 size.  No other sizes will be accepted.

2.2
The cover of the workbook must be sturdy, but lightweight, made out of a light cardboard or strong paper.


The cover must remain undecorated.

2.3
The inside pages of the workbook should be paper or thin cardboard.  Thick cardboard (triplex) is not to be used inside the workbook.  The workbook must be presented in the form of an album.  It must open easily and the pages must turn easily.


Al pages in the workbook must be firmly attached to the cover and to one another along the spine.


Plastic envelopes (sleeves) must not be used.

2.4
All work must be the candidate’s own original work.


Any form of copying will be severely penalised.

2.5
The final works must relate to the preparatory drawings and must be a development of the theme.  In cases where more than one final work is handed in, all work will be taken into consideration.  Where candidates exceed the MAXIMUM requirements for any discipline, only the REQUIRED WORKS will be marked.

2.6
WORKBOOKS must consist of a minimum of FIVE pages and a suggested maximum of TEN pages.  Works must be attached flat on the pages of the workbook, and both sides of the page may be used.  The entire workbook will be evaluated as a unit.  Marks will be allocated to workbooks which are neat and well- presented.


ALL WORKBOOKS, IRRESPECTIVE OF THE OPTION CHOSEN, MUST INCLUDE ORIGINAL PREPARATORY DRAWINGS AS PART OF THE PREPARATORY WORK, EXCEPT WHERE CANDIDATES HAVE CHOSEN TO DO PHOTOGRAPHY OR OPTION B (ART DOCUMENTATION AND RESEARCH).  MARKS WILL BE ALLOCATED FOR THESE DRAWINGS.

Ornamental window mounts, thick cardboard mounts and unnecessary decorations are not allowed. 




	3. CONTENTS OF THE WORKBOOK


	
Page 1:
DRAWING EXAMINATION


The drawing must be placed LOOSE inside the front cover of the           WORKBOOK – please remember to adhere ADDENDUM A to the back of the drawing.


NB  Yearworks must not be submitted with the Examination Drawing.

Page 2:
A brief explanation of how the problem, stated in the assignment, has been interpreted.  Reasons for focusing on a particular interpretation of this theme must be included.  A maximum of 50 words is permitted (allowed).



The candidate’s interpretation of the theme should be PERSONAL and ORIGINAL.  Candidates should use their own experiences as a basis for exploring the theme.


	
Page 3:
Preliminary drawings for the final painting(s) in the chosen discipline must fill the remaining pages.  All preliminary work must be related to the theme and should be a development towards the final work.


The final work(s) must be attached to the last page(s) of the workbook.  Clear photographs from all angles must be taken of three-dimensional works.  These photographs must be attached to the last pages of the workbook.

NB:
If candidates do three-dimensional work that does not fit into the workbook, the art educator should ensure that the principal gives written notice of work to be marked at the school by completing and submitting Addendum B before 15 August 2002.  If the notice is not received on or before this date, works will not be marked.

Please note:  Art educators may be requested to take three-dimensional works to a central point for marking.

Workbooks of three-dimensional works must be kept at school with the artwork.  Workbooks and three-dimensional works must be marked as a unit.

Candidates may find artistic evidence of aspects or factors relating to the theme above that are spiritual, psychological, religious, social or political – amongst others.
	


	Candidates must present academic research on THREE contemporary South African artists and their work.  The three artists must have worked or must have produced work in one of the following:
