CALL FOR MORE OPENNESS TO HELP THOSE

INFECTED WITH HIV

The Government and AIDS groups yesterday said that society would have to start preparing the way for more openness with regards to HIV/AIDS.

“We all see HIV/AIDS but we are afraid to call it by its name.  Even today when people have openly spoken about it, they have been met with prejudice, rejection and even brutal violence,”  said Mondli Gungubele, Gauteng’s Health MEC.

Gungubele was addressing an international candlelight memo-rial, jointly hosted in Johannes-burg by African Musicians against HIV and AIDS, the Gauteng Provincial Government and the SABC for those who have died of AIDS and those who are living with HIV/AIDS.

Less than six months ago, 36-year-old aids worker Gugu Dlamini died because she was brave enough to let the world know she was HIV-positive.

Dlamini, who lived in Kwa-Mancinzam near Durban, was assaulted by a mob who accused her of degrading their neighbourhood because she was HIV-positive.

“We need to support those who are HIV-positive,” said Gungubele.  “We need to create an atmosphere that allows them to open up.”
