1 Even though "friend" is a term of endearment we use to describe many people in our lives, we often have a hard time knowing what a friend really is. Psychologists identify friends as those who accept each other, warts and all, confide in each other and feel responsible for each other.  Or, as columnist Walter Winchell put it: “A real friend walks in when the rest of the world walks out.”

2 In our here-today-gone-tomorrow culture, we depend more and more on friends for the things which in the past we got from our families – emotional support and often even financial help. With so many people living away from their families, and so many people single into their thirties, friends provide essential companionship.

3 Friendships, together with marriage and family ties, rank as the most important relationships in our lives, yet it can also be the most neglected. Friendship plays an important role, because with a friend we can be the person we want to be. The friend’s acceptance affirms that concept every person has of his “self” (who and what he is) and lets us develop as individual people. We make no vows to a best friend, yet we have unspoken expectations: understanding, caring, concern. We expect a friendship to last.

4 Because most of us have been making friends since we were playing in the sand, we tend to think of the process as natural.  To make a relationship blossom, grow and survive, requires a great deal of attention and skill. It takes effort to strengthen the bonds of friendship. It is therefore important to remember the words of Ralph Waldo Emerson who said, “the only way to have a friend is to be one”.

5 When people become friends, they must let their guard down.  Friends need to balance being open with being sensitive.  A best friendship is no longer balanced when one person expects too much from the other. Total honesty isn’t what makes a relationship: it is the listening and sharing.

6 Increasing numbers of people are finding that gender doesn’t matter when it comes to friendship.  That’s largely because the sexes are mixing more today than ever before. Making friends with someone of the opposite sex can be an eye-opening experience.  A friend of mine, Michael, told me what he discovered: “I was working on the assembly line with Marcia, just like I would with a guy. And she kept pointing out how patronising I was, offering to do the work for her because I felt she was less capable.”  Then Michael realized he was hearing the same complaint from his girlfriend. So he invited Marcia out and they talked. “I learnt about today’s women from her. What I knew about women I’d learnt from my father.  I was a generation behind the times.  I’m indebted to her for that.”

	BATTLE OF THE BULGE

Long-term weight control programmes, which take a slow but steady approach, are most likely to bring lasting success.  Crash diets are self-defeating as they cause your body to lower its metabolic rate to conserve energy.  Even once you have reached your goal-weight, your body will continue to run at a slower pace, still requiring fewer kilojoules than normal.

Being mildly overweight can often be self-treated, perhaps with the aid of nutrition and exercise professionals.  Any weight-loss diet should include a variety of foods, and you should obey the following key principles:

Reduce your intake of high-fat foods (cheese, cream, mayonnaise, processed meats, butter, ice-cream, nuts, pies, anything fried).  Use low-fat or fat-free dairy products, lean cuts of meat and low-fat salad dressings.  Increase your intake of complex carbohydrates and especially those high in fibre, such as whole-grain breads and cereals.  Grill, steam, roast or poach foods or prepare them in a non-stick pan.  Remove any skin from poultry.  Avoid artificial sweeteners which have been shown to stimulate the appetite.  Eat when you are hungry and stop when you are full.  Chew your food slowly and don’t gulp it down.  At meal times serve yourself moderate portions and don’t take seconds, except of vegetables.  For snacking between meals, keep on hand hard pretzels, carrot sticks, rice or dry biscuits, fruit or low-fat yoghurt.  When eating out, order a low-fat main course with sauces served on the side.

Most importantly, if you want to win the “battle of the bulge”, make breakfast and lunch your main meals of the day and never skip them.
