THEME:
‘SECURE THE FUTURE’

(THE TITLE OF A PROGRAMME SUPPORTED BY BRISTOL MEYERS SQUIBB COMPANY)

Aids has killed many of the great creative talents of our time and has been the subject for artistic action and reflection for more than a decade.  Towards the end of 2000 an art exhibition entitled ‘Art Works for Aids’, was curated by Marilyn Martin (Director S.A.N.G, Cape Town).  This exhibition merged private and public experiences and embraced the social domain:  it perceived, transcended and constructed boundaries with regard to race, class, creed, gender and sexual orientation.  Each artist was asked to make a statement regarding his/her work on exhibition.
Quoted below are some of these statements:

· ‘Life and love are good when a family is happy.  There is a kind of insect (Aids) that used to bring tears to any family.  Think about your children to not be orphans and suffer’ - ‘Wonderboy’ Thokozani Nxumalo
· ‘The bed has been part of my vocabulary for some years now and of course it is also an image that has been associated with the representation of HIV/Aids.  I am interested in it as the place where we make love, are born, establish intimacy, family and romantic, and finally where we die.  How many of us have not arrived at some fundamental knowledge about the passage of time, the frailty of the body and of course its pleasures and taboos in this place?
For me it was where I witnessed my grandmother dying, the place I went to when the night was scary and it was the empty place I laid in after my father died.  Now, an adult, it is the place that I share with my lover.

This image is both home and memorial, homage to that complex fabric of images and recollection that establish boundaries of what is possible in love and memorial to its loss.’ – Clive van den Berg.
· ‘I would like to dedicate this work to every mother with HIV/Aids in South Africa.  It is the extremely complex and traumatic experiences of each of these people that often appear in stark contrast to – and more convincing than – the continuous political and ideological battle that overshadows the South African landscape.  Furthermore, it is
	


	also this ongoing battle that necessarily turns the funeral of every such mother and child into an affair fraught with politics and anger.’  Hentie Van der Merwe
· “The scourge of HIV/Aids is undoubtedly one of the major problems which South Africa is facing as it goes into the new century.  The stigma attached by the community to those that are infected makes the problem infinitely worse.
My hometown of Cape Town is badly affected by HIV/Aids.  This year, I have been working on ways that Art might raise consciousness on this issue, I am always interested in what people inside a situation say, and the language they use to express their feelings.  I also like to make work accessible to a wide audience.  Accordingly, I started interviewing women who are HIV positive, and particularly those who have been brave enough to disclose their condition.  Working with a young graffiti artist, I have selected suitable outdoor graffiti sites in the townships to put quotes by the women, hoping that these messages will empower others.

Photographs of these graffiti walls, accompanied by a portrait of the person who made the statement, make up my new series, ‘Breaking the Silence’.

Busi is a young Cape Town woman who, when her baby fell ill, discovered that the baby was infected and so was she.  The death of her baby has helped propel Busi into activism, and she recently joined a deputation to parliament to demand better medical help for HIV-positive people.  The wall in the photo is under a bridge in a poor township and was already adorned with graffiti by the Sexy Boys gang”. – Sue Williamson.

INTERPRETATION OF THE THEME
This exam paper offers you the opportunity to investigate the theme of ‘SECURE THE FUTURE’ in the medium of drawing or printmaking.  The student is challenged to interpret this theme visually in terms of an understanding of time, the past, the present, the narrative, the allegorical, the abstract, the didactic, the subtle and the enigmatic.  These observations may be dramatic or much humbler, ordinary events.

These are just some of the concepts that you could use as a starting point.  It is not compulsory to work with any of the above suggestions.

To stimulate your ideas and approach to the medium a list of local examples of drawing and printmaking is given below.

· The relief prints of Austin Hleza, Azaria Mbatha and John Muafangejo

· The drawings of William Kentridge and Diane Victor

· The pastel drawings of Penelope Siopis
	

	· Work done at the Caversham Press, Natal
· The drawings and other work of Zwelethu Mthethwa

· Works on paper by Durant Sihlali


The above list merely serves as a possible starting point for research.  Learners are also encouraged to research work by artists in their immediate environment and those working in the global art world.  Popular culture and other social activities should also be seen as an important source for ideas.
	

	
Research is of great value in arriving at your idea, but it should not be carried out at the expense of the material you wish to use – material that is important to you as a young artist.  Attempt to synthesize this material and your research in a coherent and meaningful way so that your work begins to communicate something original.


While the technical understanding of your medium is of crucial importance, learners are encouraged to integrate this knowledge with the conceptual aspect of their drawings and prints.  This might be achieved through a process of working, which provides opportunities for conceptual and technical shifts and developments.  Rather than opting for obvious or literal solutions, learners are challenged to adopt approaches that lead to new solutions.

FINAL PRACTICAL WORKS

The candidate must complete a minimum of TWO prints/TWO final drawings, based on the abovementioned theme.  These TWO works may be completely different interpretations of the theme or may be linked by means of their interpretation.


The size of the final works may be determined by the candidate, but must show evidence of the candidate’s involvement and commitment over the entire period of the examination.  Any suitable technique, combination of techniques, media or surface may be used.  Candidates are encouraged to explore a variety of technical and conceptual approaches where appropriate.

The analysis should include a discussion of the following aspects:

PART 2 must consist of an analysis and give evidence of the learner’s involvement and commitment to the research assignment.  This assignment should not be written as an essay, but instead it should be a collection of annotated images.  The information in other words should be presented as an interaction between text, visuals and small sketches.

The visual study material may include photocopies, photographs and sketches of the work(s) of artists related to the given theme.
