Politically it brought the people of Western Europe closer to us.  The Berlin Blockade was a move to test our ability and our will to resist.”




A Soviet commentary on the crisis (Quote from P. Fisher:  The Great Power Conflict):
“The crisis was planned in Washington, behind a smoke-screen of anti-Soviet propaganda.  In 1948 there was danger of war.  The conduct of the Western powers risked bloody incidents.  The self-blockade of the Western powers hit the West-Berlin population with harshness.  The people were freezing and starving.  In the spring of 1949 the USA was forced to yield … their war plans had come to nothing, because of the conduct of the USSR.”




Historian Jack Watson, writing in 1984:
“The Berlin airlift was a considerable achievement but neither side gained anything from the confrontation.  The USSR had not gained control of Berlin.  The West had no guarantees that land communications would not be cut again.  Above all, confrontation made both sides more stubborn.”

Document 1:  Treaty of Versailles


This document contains some extracts from the Treaty of Versailles.  The numbers on the left-hand side of the document refer to the clauses of the treaty.


42   Germany is forbidden to maintain or construct any fortification either on the left bank of the

Rhine or on the right bank to the west of a line drawn fifty kilometres to the east of the Rhine.

43   In the area defined above, the maintenance and assembly of armed forces and military         

        manoeuvres of any kind ….. are in the same way forbidden ……
45   As compensation for the destruction of the coal mines in the north of France and as part

payment towards the total reparation due from Germany for the damage resulting from the war,

Germany cedes to France ….. the coal mines situated in the Saar Basin …...

51   The High Contracting Parties recognising the moral obligation to redress the wrong done by

Germany in 1871 both to the rights of France and to the wishes of the population of Alsace and

Lorraine, which were separated from their country …..   The territories which were ceded to

Germany …… are restored to French sovereignty.

80 Germany acknowledges and will respect strictly the independence of Austria. 

87 Germany recognises the complete independence of Poland, and renounces in her favour all

rights and title over the territory ……

160 The Germany Army ….. must not exceed one hundred thousand men, including officers and

establishments of depots.  The Army shall be devoted exclusively to the maintenance of order within the territory and to the control of frontiers …..

Document 2:  The 25-Point Program of the National Socialist German Worker’s Party.  25 February 1920

This is an extract from the original 25 – point plan of the National Socialist German Workers’ Party. The numbers on the left-hand side of the document refers to the clauses of the plan.


The programme of the German Workers’ Party is limited as to period.  The leaders have no intention, once the aims announced in it have been achieved, of setting up fresh ones, merely in order to increase the discontent of the masses artificially and to ensure the continued existence of the party.

1 We demand the union of all Germans to form a Greater Germany on the basis of the right of self-determination of nations.

2 We demand equality of rights for the German people in its dealings with other nations, and abolition of the Peace Treaty of Versailles and Saint-Germaine.

3 We demand land and territory (colonies) for the nourishment of our people and for settling our surplus population.

Document 3:  The March Into the Rhineland, 1936

An extract from an article in The Times, 9 March 1936)


Herr Hitler read the memorandum towards the end of a speech which lasted an hour and a half.  The Führer asked the Reichstag to testify to two holy, innermost articles of faith;  first, to uphold the honour of Germany at all cost;  secondly, to work now all the more for European understanding, and particularly understanding with Western nations and Western neighbours.  The uniformed Deputies rose as one man to testify with cries of “Heil”.  He then announced that the Reichstag was to be dissolved in order to give the German people an opportunity of giving their approval to the work done by himself and his colleagues during the last three years.  General Göring, as President of the Reichstag, read the message of dissolution …..  The elections will take place on Sunday, 29 March, and Dr Goebbels, the Propaganda Minister, has been appointed to direct them.

While the Führer was speaking troops were marching, and had been since early morning, into the demilitarised zone.  According to a statement issued here the troops moved are nineteen battalions of infantry, thirteen detachments of artillery, two flights of pursuit aircraft, and two anti-aircraft detachments – some 25 000 to 30 000 men in all.  The local population was naturally jubilant.  For economic, if for no other, reasons the absence of the military establishments in the Rhineland has been a sore point with them, particularly since the introduction of conscription.

In Berlin the news appeared to be taken very calmly, even in National-Socialist Party circles.  In moderate and responsible quarters there was anxious astonishment at the decision to occupy the Rhineland ….Nevertheless, flags were hung out by the population at Dr Goebbels’ request in celebration of the final re-establishment of German freedom and sovereignity and therewith of German honour.  The flags, Dr Goebbels ordered, should also remain out today, the German Armistice Day, to express inner unity with the war dead, whose “sacrifice is no longer in vain”.  The flags which on Heroes’ Day are usually flown half-mast were today flown full-mast.  Large crowds gathered outside the Chancellery during the day and in the evening the SA staged a torchlight procession along Wilhelmstrasse, Herr Hitler taking the salute.

Document 4:  The Hossbach document, 5 November 1937
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At a secret meeting held on 5 November 1937, Hitler outlined to his military leaders the practical steps in undertaking aggression against other countries.  The minutes of the meeting, as recorded by Hilter’s adjutant, Colonel Hossbach, reveal how Hitler planned to wage war two years before the outbreak of hostilities.

The Führer then stated:  The aim of German policy is the security and the preservation of the Volk (nation) and its propagation.  This is consequently a problem of space ….   The question for Germany is where the greatest possible conquest can be made at lowest cost.

German politics must reckon with its two hateful enemies, England and France, to whom a strong German colossus in the centre of Europe would be intolerable.  Both these states would oppose a further reinforcement of Germany, both in Europe and overseas, and in this opposition they would have the support of all parties …..

For the improvement of our military political position it must be our first aim, in every case of entanglement by was, to conquer Czechoslovakia and Austria simultaneously, in order to remove any threat from the flanks in case of a possible advance west-ward …..
