“The final straw came with Treurnicht’s insistence that black students should receive lessons in Afrikaans.  It was simply too bitter.  Afrikaans, as their placards of protest were to announce, was the ‘oppressor’s language’.  On 17 May, the pupils of Orlando West Junior Secondary School in Soweto walked out, saying they would not return until the Afrikaans-medium rule was withdrawn.  On 21 May, the South African Institute of Race Relations cabled Treurnicht expressing concern.  Treurnicht accused the Institute of overreacting.  This was neither the first nor the last warning to be made and dismissed.”
