“Under Verwoerd, the rather defensive attitude to race relations, as reflected in Malan and Strijdom’s policy of apartheid, was replaced with a more positive, dynamic approach – the government began to talk in terms of separate development of the races.  The new approach catered for the national aspirations of the black groups, while at the same time safeguarding the future of the whites.” (Page 305)

Extract from speech given by Nelson Mandela at the Rivonia Trial, 1964

“During my lifetime, I have dedicated my life to this struggle of the African people.  I have fought against white domination and I have fought against black domination.  I have cherished the idea of a democratic and free society in which all persons live together in harmony and with equal opportunities.  It is an ideal which I hope to live for and to achieve.  But, if need be, it is an ideal for which I am prepared to die.”

“Ek het my lewe gewy aan die stryd van die Afrika-volke.  Ek het teen sowel blanke as swart oorheersing geveg.  Ek is ten gunste van ’n demokratiese vrye gemeenskap waarin alle mense in harmonie saam leef en gelyke geleenthede het.
