‘The police, addressing us first in Afrikaans and then in broken Zulu, tried to order us to disperse.  But we had grievances which could no longer wait.  We surged forward, aiming to sweep them out of our path if they would not give way.  By now, our frienzied numbers had swelled and swelled.  We shouted “Amandla” (Power), “Inkululeko ngoku” (Freedom in our lifetime) and “One Azania, one nation” as we marched on, our clenched fists held high.’ / 

‘Die polisie het ons eers in Afrikaans en daarna in gebroke Zoeloe toegespreek en ons versoek om uitmekaar te gaan.  Maar ons het griewe gehad wat nie langer uitgestel kon word nie.
